CONCLUSION

All the participants opined that it is a very good and useful programme. They would like to
have more number of such trainings. They are provided with the resources in soft copies
and wanted to have the work books / material for practice.

They also expressed that 1st & 2nd class children not able to cope with these phonetic
sounds, feeling some difficulty in teaching for the 1st & 2nd class children. Where as 3 to 5
class children able to learn quickly. They also feel that a separate time-table must be fixed
up for training the children. Single teacher schools facing much problem in implementing
this programme more effectively and also expressed that it is very difficult for them to
follow along with the regular syllabus.
